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1. Introduction

The purpose of this report, supporting plans and technical reports is to address the Glamorgan Spring
Bay Interim Planning Scheme 2015 including considerations of traffic flow and safety, access,
stormwater management and impacts on biodiversity and the natural values of the local area for: a
Development Application by Department of State Growth (State Growth) to the Glamorgan Spring Bay
Council (the Council) for the proposed upgrade of Pontypool Intersection on the Tasman Highway. This
upgrade is a project in support of a suite of upgrades to a section of the Tasman Highway between
Orford and St Helens which The State Government is upgrading and promoting as the Great Eastern
Drive to boost regional tourism on Tasmania’s East Coast.

The Pontypool Intersection safety upgrades include; widening, a geometric realignment which will
improve road alignment at the location of the junction and an auxiliary lane to facilitate a Basic Right-
turn Treatment (BAR). The section of road approximately 550m long will shift approximately 30m to the
northwest to enable the realignment. Small sections of the existing alignment will be re-purposed to
form safe access to the property boundary of the adjoining properties (10700 and 10720 Tasman
Highway), the remainder will be rehabilitated. The Pontypool mailboxes will stay in the same location.

The proposal is assessed to comply with the relevant Planning Scheme requirements subject to
discretion under the Rural Resource Zone due to the use class, as well as development provisions
under the following clauses:

¢ Road and Railway Assets Code — Clause E5.6.2 (P1) due to a new junction with speeds more
than 60km/hr.

¢ Biodiversity Code — Clause E10.7.1 (P1) due to disturbance of priority vegetation; and

e Scenic Landscapes Code — Clause E14.7.3 (P1) due to disturbance of bushland that is visible
from the pertinent road; and E14.7.4 (P1) due to the works being visible from the pertinent road.

These discretions are discussed in further detail under the assessment section of the report.

The Passenger Transport section of State Growth have been notified of this proposal as they propose
a general access bus stop at this intersection in 2020 that has not been made official to date.

2. Strategic Rationale

The location has been identified as a medium-term major road improvement priority project by the Great
Eastern Drive — Draft Visitor Plan (the Plan). The Great Eastern Drive is a 220 km long section of the
Tasman Highway that extends from Orford to St Helens. The Plan identifies the requirement for travel
time reliability improvements, safety improvements and access improvements for high visitation areas.
Pontypool is a safety improvement; the junction has a high incidence angle, and is situated in an area
of poor geometry and sight distance:

‘The existing junction and road alignment is poor with limited sight distance and has no provision for

allowing through traffic movements while vehicles are waiting to turn. This intersection requires a new
road alignment on the western side and new junction arrangement.”

3. Proposal

The proposed works include alignment improvements to a 550m section of the Tasman Highway that
forms a junction with Pontypool Road which will move the highway approximately 30m northwest. An
auxiliary lane will be provided at the intersection to mitigate the risk for southbound traffic to collide

with vehicles propped for a right turn into Pontypool. The works also involve minor road widening and
improved road alignment.

In addition to the above, the following works are proposed within the Tasman Highway road reserve:
¢ Road pavement strengthening;
¢ Minor ancillary road frontage works;
e Installation of drainage culverts and outlet works;
e Shoulder widening at intersection with Pontypool Road to improve safety;

¢ Realignment of accesses to properties 10700 and 10720 Tasman Highway (CT 205201/1 and
CT 37174/1 respectively); from Tasman Highway to Pontypool Road; and

e Extension of Pontypool Road to meet new road alignment.

Land along the frontage of the following properties will be acquired to accommodate the proposed
upgrades:

e Approximately 1.4 Ha from Lot 1 Bresnehans Road (CT 172918/1) which includes a road
easement (Authority unknown) that is not used (Approximately 2000m?).

The above area of private land will be acquired by the Crown pursuant to Part 2 of the Land
Acquisition Act 1993 and is not subject to normal subdivision requirements under the Interim Planning
Scheme. A copy of the proposal plans is provided under Appendix D.

The Flora and Fauna Habitat Survey (Appendix E) identifies declared Weeds at the site. Weeds will
be managed in accordance with Vic Roads 176.12 Weed Pest and Disease Management,
recommendations of the Flora and Fauna Habitat Survey (Appendix E) and Glamorgan Spring Bay
Council requirements.

The Passenger Transport section of State Growth have been notified of this proposal as they propose
a general access bus stop at this intersection in 2020 that has not been made official to date.

4. Site Description

The subject site includes a section of the Tasman Highway road, Pontypool Road and associated
corridor as well as frontage works on CT172918/1, CT 205201/1, CT 37174/1, CT14803/1 and
CT108520/5 (Figure 1). The public access road (former section of Tasman Highway) to CT 205201/1
and CT 37174/1 to Pontypool Road will also be realigned as part of the works.

The total length of road subject to the proposed works is approximately 550m of the Tasman
Highway, a 30m extension of Pontypool Road. Approximately 1.4 Ha of private land, including a
disused road reserve easement (maintained by Council) is to be acquisitioned to accommodate the
upgrades.

The surrounding area is characterised by rural land with extensive areas of standing vegetation. The
township of Pontypool is to the East.
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While some of the proposed works are predominately located within the existing State road reserve,
acquisition or transfer of land outside of the road reserve to the Department of State Growth is also
required including; a disused road easement with road authority unknown — which therefore defaults to
DPIPWE (Crown Land Services); and privately owned land at Lot 1, Bresnehans Rd.

Land titles are attached at Appendix B and relevant landowner consents are attached at Appendix C.
