Dear Glamorgan Spring Bay Council, 

 

Re: Demolit ion and additions to the residence at 82 Freycinet Drive, Coles Bay.  

Please find application for a proposed additions and alterations to 82 Freycinet Drive, Coles Bay. The 
existing residence is partially to remain with an extension to the property. The current dwelling has 
basement water damage and isn’t large enough to fit a growing family of five and their guests. 
 
See below response to discretionary criteria for Low Density Residential zoning. 
 
10.4.3 Setback. 
 
P1  a) The proposal is sitting within the site and is cut into the bank to ensure it sits within the 

topography. The shack resembles the existing shack form and layout, to ensure aesthetic appeal 
and to follow the existing contours. 
b) It is setback from the neighbouring building having a screened decked area on the western 
side. It is close to the nature strip and roadway on the eastern boundary, but there is a large 
grassed area to ensure it isn’t close to the road. 
c) The proposed building resembles the existing shack’s form, bulk and height. 
d) From the main road the house will be protected from new vegetation and a reconstructed 
fence. 
e) The house doesn’t impact the road safety. Refer to traffic impact assessment. 

P2 a) The adjoining property to the west is built to boundaries and towers over the existing 
residence. There are retaining walls on the western boundary with a fence on top. The proposed 
residence will still sit lower than the neigbouring property (similar to the existing residence). 

 b) The size of the block is small and is an irregular corner site. 
c) The proposal follows the existing layout of the shack with living areas facing south towards the 
Hazards and bedrooms to the northern side. The storage shed is off Florence St to take into 
consideration movement of the boat on a side street and to reduce the height and bulk of the 
proposal in viewing from the Freycinet Drive and Florence St. In having a storage shed the client 
can store their boat off the street and nature strip. 
d) Refer to 10.3.4 P1 d). 
e) The residence sits lower than the western property therefore not having over shadowing 
issues. 
f) Refer to 10.3.4 P2 e).

g) The shack type, beach feel and look of the proposal is continued through the design from the 
existing home. Through sloping roofs, weatherboards and a low lying form. 
 

10.4.4 Site coverage. 
 
P1 a) The proposal exceeds the 30% coverage of 232m2 with the inclusion roof area and out door 

impervious decks. Based on floor area footprint the proposal is with in the 30% coverage at 
178M2. Due to the proposal being a corner block the proposal spreads over the site rather than 
creating another story to the existing form. The brief was to keep the existing bedroom spaces 
and to not knock the existing building down completely. This design allows the client to have a 
strong connection to the ground and not feel like they are floating above the neighboring shacks 
and residences.  
b) Waste water is maintained on the property and storm water is to be absorbed in ag/swale 
drains surrounding the residence and into the storm water drain. 
c) Part of the existing building was to remain therefore the proposal had to work around the 
existing rooms. The proposal will improve the existing storm water with ag drains and a new 
waste system. Refer to wastewater and soil report. 
e) Native plantings are to be planted on the boundaries to provide privacy, absorb water and to 
re vegetate the site. Such trees include Agonis lemon and lime trees, coastal rosemary, native 
grasses and coastal correa. 
f) There will be vegetation removal to the east. The clients were going to remove these due to 
the maintenance and losing leaves issues they are causing currently. 
 

10.4.4 Frontage fences. 
 
P1 a) Florence St will remain without a fence to ensure a welcoming, beach vibe. Freycinet Drive 

boundary will be fenced for privacy and security. The gate and posts will be reinforced for 
accidental car run offs from Freycinet Drive. 
b) The proposed fence is to be 1.8m in height and made from timber.
