Planning approval is sought for the development of a new residence (single
dwelling and outbuilding) at 91 Esplanade, Coles Bay (CT146590/1).

The application is for a No Permit Required use class (Single Dwelling) in the
Low Density Residential Zone.

The proposal is reliant on Performance Criteria and is therefore subject to the
discretionary assessment process.

Two representations were received.

The final decision must be made by the Planning Authority or by full Council
acting as a planning authority due to the receipt of representations via the public
exhibition period.

The key planning issues relate to the impact of the reduced setback of the garage
and development outside the building envelope. The proposal is considered to
comply with the performance criteria, subject to conditions recommended to be
applied to any permit issued.

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2. Legislative & Policy Content

2.1. The purpose of this report is to enable the Planning Authority to determine
application DA 2019/082.

2.2. This determination must be made no later than the 30t of May 2019 which has
been extended by the consent of the applicant.

2.3. The relevant legislation is the Land Use Planning and Approvals Act 1993
(LUPAA). The provisions of LUPAA require a planning authority to take all
reasonable steps to ensure compliance with the planning scheme.

2.4. This report details the reasons for the officer recommendation. The Planning
Authority must consider this report but is not bound to adopt the
recommendation. Broadly, the Planning Authority can either: (1) adopt the
recommendation, or (2) vary the recommendation by adding, modifying or
removing recommended reasons and conditions or replacing an approval with a
refusal (or vice versa). Any alternative decision requires a full statement of
reasons to comply with the Judicial Review Act 2000 and the Local Government
(Meeting Procedures) Regulations 2005.

2.5. This report has been prepared with appropriate regard to the State Policies that
apply under the State Policies and Projects Act 1993.

2.6. This report has been prepared with appropriate regard to Council 6 s Strategi c
Plan and other Council policies, and the application is not found to be
inconsistent with these. Nevertheless, it must be recognised that the planning
scheme is a regulatory document that provides the overriding consideration for
this application. Matters of policy and strategy are primarily a matter for
preparing or amending the planning scheme.

3. Risk & Implications
3.1. Approval or refusal of this application will have no direct financial implications for
the Planning Authority, outside the implications should an appeal against

Council 6s decision be | odged.

3.2. As a single dwelling on an existing lot the proposal will have no implications for
Council infrastructure and asset management.

4, Relevant Background and Past Applications

4.1. The site was the subject of a previous application for a residence and outbuilding
(DA2018/24). That application received two representations and was refused at
the March 2019 Council Meeting.

4.2. The previous design was similar, although not identical to the application
currently before Council. The previous design had the second storey
overhanging the ground floor and closer to the boundary on the eastern side, as
well as being closer to the rear boundary.

4.3. Grounds of refusal were based on non-compliance with cl. 12.4.2 P3(a)(iv):
AThe siting and scale of a dwelling must:

(a) not cause unreasonable loss of amenity by:

(iv) visual impacts caused by the apparent scale, bulk or proportions of the
dwel ling when viewed from an adjoining

firhe proposed design has been deemed to impact on the amenity of the
properties to the north and the east, due to the apparent bulk, scale and
proportions when viewed from these properties. It is noted that with a few
relatively minor design modifications to reduce the impact of the bulk of the
building on the properties to the north and the east, the development would have
been determined to comply with the Perfor man«

4.4, That previous design was otherwise found to be compliant with the Scheme.

5. Site Detail

5.1. The site is one of two adjoining internal lots, accessed by a small access road
off the Esplanade.

5.2. The site is within the main town boundary of Coles Bay. It is within an established
developed area.

5.3. The site is within the Low Density Residential Zone of the Glamorgan Spring Bay
Interim Planning Scheme 2015.

5.4. The total size of the site is 1,212 m?2. Vehicle and pedestrian access is via the
access road off the Esplanade.

5.5. The site slopes down from the rear of the property to the access road.

5.6. The site is neighboured by residential properties, including vacant residential lots
to the north and east.
